United Nations Creates What May 

Become Billion-Dollar Pro-Abortion 

Agency

New York, NY (LifeNews.com/CFAM) -- Last 
Friday the General Assembly voted to 
consolidate four separate United Nations (UN) 

bodies dedicated 
to womenôs 
issues into one 
new gender 
equality entity 
called ñUN 
Women.ò  

The resolution 
capped a victory for radical feminists who 
lobbied for years for the new entity and is the 
latest in an overall push to bring womenôs issues 
even more onto the UN agenda. 

After four years of sometimes harsh 
negotiations, member states agreed on 
simplifying the disjointed efforts of four UN 
offices dedicated to womenôs issues; the United 
Nations Development Fund for Women 
(UNIFEM), the International Research and 
Training Institute for the Advancement of 
Women (INSTRAW), Division for the 
Advancement of Women (DAW) and the Office 
of the Special Advisor on Gender Issues and 
Advancement of Women (OSAGI).  

The framework for UN Women is the Beijing 
Platform for Action, which calls for an end to 
discrimination against women especially 
highlighting education, employment, political 
participation and human rights.  

An Under-Secretary-General appointed by UN 
Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon will head the 
new body and member states are calling for a 

prompt appointment before the General 
Assembly meets in September. Many are 
speculating that former Chilean President 
Michelle Bachelet will be chosen. Bachelet is a 
socialist who promoted reproductive health and 
womenôs rights during her political career. The 
Under-Secretary-General will hold a 4-year term 
with a possibility of one renewable term.  

The Gender Equality Architecture Reform 
(GEAR) campaign, a coalition of radical feminist 
groups and abortion advocates, has relentlessly 
lobbied to create a UN super-agency to deal 
with womenôs issues.  

Charlotte Bunch, executive director of the 
Centre for Women's Global Leadership and the 
leading advocate of the GEAR campaign, said, 
ñWe have high expectations for this new agency 
[...] The coalition of womenôs groups and other 
social justice, human rights and development 
organizations that played a pivotal role in this 
effort will now turn its efforts toward ensuring 
that the new body has the human and financial 
resources necessary to succeed.ò 

The new body will be governed by an executive 
board consisting of 41 members: 10 African, 10 
Asian, 4 Eastern European, 5 Western 
European/Other States, 6 Latin 
American/Caribbean, and 6 from contributing 
countries, of which 4 seats are allocated to the 
largest donor countries and 2 seats to donors 
from developing countries. 

Some member states have expressed concern 
that the cultures and objectives of recipient 
countries would not be respected. The resolution 
reaffirms that there is no ñone size fits allò 
approach to development assistance, reflecting 
what is generally a split between rich industrial 
states where radical feminism holds sway and 
poorer countries where basic necessities must 
be met.  

Wendy Wright, President of Concerned Women 
of America, told the Friday Fax, "Women need 
respect and opportunity, not a global agency 
demanding money and power for its well-heeled 
elitist leaders. The money would be better spent 
going directly to the areas and people in need 
with programs that have proven to work, not to 
another agency to empower the people who run 
it.

Most recently the location on Bellevue 
complained again because lately, we have been 
joined by a few small independent protestant 
churches, one from Coldwater, MS, which 
normally provides about 15 or more people 
each Saturday.

The complaint against us all, which grew out of

We complied, realizing 
that this would only make us more visual in our 
mobility, and would also make us look less 
threatening, which is what we want anyway. 
 
The Knights keep coming. 
 
The Knights that keep coming have, over time, 
not been permanently been joined by other 
Knights in recent years. 
We have the same faces, no new ones.  We are 
all getting older. Invariably, as time flies and we 
remember death, it will come time for all of us 
to see God.

University of 
Illinois Instructor 
Fired Over 
Catholic Beliefs  
The University of Illinois has fired an adjunct 
professor who taught courses on Catholicism after a 
student accused the instructor of engaging in hate 
speech by saying he agrees with the church's 
teaching that homosexual sex is immoral. 
URBANA, Ill. -- The University of Illinois has fired an 
adjunct professor who taught courses on Catholicism 
after a student accused the instructor of engaging in 
hate speech by saying he agrees with the church's 
teaching that homosexual sex is immoral. 
The professor, Ken Howell of Champaign, said his 
firing violates his academic freedom. He also lost his 
job at an on-campus Catholic center. 
Howell, who taught Introduction to Catholicism and 
Modern Catholic Thought, says he was fired at the 
end of the spring semester after sending an e-mail 
explaining some Catholic beliefs to his students 
preparing for an exam. 
"Natural Moral Law says that Morality must be a 
response to REALITY," he wrote in the e-mail. "In 
other words, sexual acts are only appropriate for 
people who are complementary, not the same." 
An unidentified student sent an e-mail to religion 
department head Robert McKim on May 13, calling 
Howell's e-mail "hate speech." The student claimed to 
be a friend of the offended student. The writer said in 
the e-mail that his friend wanted to remain 
anonymous. 
"Teaching a student about the tenets of a religion is 
one thing," the student wrote. "Declaring that 
homosexual acts violate the natural laws of man is 
another." 
Howell said he was teaching his students about the 
Catholic understanding of natural moral law. 

"My responsibility on teaching a class on Catholicism 
is to teach what the Catholic Church teaches," Howell 
said in an interview with The News-Gazette in 
Champaign. "I have always made it very, very clear to 
my students they are never required to believe what 
I'm teaching and they'll never be judged on that." 
Howell also said he makes clear to his students that 
he's Catholic and that he believes the church views 
that he teaches. 
McKim referred questions to university spokeswoman 
Robin Kaler, who said she couldn't comment on 
Howell or his firing because it's a personnel issue. 
According to the university's Academic Staff 
Handbook, faculty "are entitled to freedom in the 
classroom in developing and discussing according to 
their areas of competence the subjects that they are 
assigned." 
In an e-mail to other school staff, Ann Mester, an 
associate dean at the College of Liberal Arts and 
Sciences, said Howell's e-mail justified his firing. 
"The e-mails sent by Dr. Howell violate university 
standards of inclusivity, which would then entitle us to 
have him discontinue his teaching arrangement with 
us," Mester wrote. 
Cary Nelson, president of the American Association of 
University Professors, said professors should be able 
to tell students their own views and even argue in 
favor of them, provided students can disagree without 
being penalized. 
"It's part of intellectual life to advocate for points of 
view," said Nelson, an emeritus English professor at 
the University of Illinois. "Hopefully when they go out 
in the world, they can emulate that. They can argue a 
case, and do it in a well-informed and articulate way, 
and can make a more productive contribution to our 
democracy that way." 
Howell has taught at the university for nine years, and 
was recognized by his department in 2008 and 2009 
for being rated an excellent teacher by students. 
He said he and McKim disagree on religious views 
and believes he lost his job over "just a very, very 
deep disagreement about the nature of what should 
be taught and what should not be taught." 
After he lost his teaching job, Howell also was fired as 
director of the St. John's Catholic Newman Center's 
Institute of Catholic Thought. The on-campus center 
directed questions to the Diocese of Peoria, which 
had paid for his position. 
Patricia Gibson, an attorney and chancellor of the 
diocese, said Howell was let go because he could no 
longer teach at the university. 
"We are very concerned and very distressed by what 
we understand is the situation from Dr. Howell," she 
said. The diocese hopes to discuss the situation with 
someone at the university, she said. 
A Christian legal defense group, The Alliance 
Defense Fund, said it is considering helping Howell.

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ACLU Claims Catholic Hospitals Refusing 
Life-Saving Abortions for Women

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The ACLU is 
making a claim that 
Catholic hospitals 
nationwide refusing 
are abortions for 
women in very rare 
instances in which it 
may somehow be 
necessary to save their 
life. But ACLU is 
coming under fire on 
its own accord for misrepresenting the situation and 
trying to force hospitals to do abortions. 
The ACLU has sent a has sent a letter to the Centers 
for Medicaid and Medicare Services demanding an 
investigation into what it calls "potential violations" 
of law regarding the supposedly life-saving 
abortions. 
"The lives and health of pregnant women seeking 
medical care should be of paramount importance," 
expressed Brigitte Amiri, senior staff attorney with 
the ACLU Reproductive Freedom Project, in a 
statement last week. "No woman should have to 
worry that she will not receive the care she needs 
based on the affiliation of the nearest hospital." 
The letter asks federal officials to interpret the 
Emergency Medical Treatment and Active Labor Act 
(EMTALA) and the Conditions of Participation of 
Medicare and Medicaid -- which require hospitals to 
provide appropriate medical care to all patients. 
The ACLU says the portion of the ACT concerning

The letter asks the Centers for Medicaid and 
Medicare Services (CMS), now led by rationing 
advocate Donald Berwick, to investigate situations in 
which the lives and health of women were 
supposedly jeopardized by the Catholic hospitals. 
The ACLU of Arizona is leading the charge in the case 
because of a recent situation at St. Joseph's 

Hospital and Medical Center, where a pregnant 
woman with life-threatening pulmonary 
hypertension was taken there and officials debated 
whether to allow her to have an abortion. 
The ethics committee of St. Joseph's Hospital and 
Medical Center ultimately approved the abortion but 
the sister who was the head of the committee was 
demoted. 
The CMS has received the letter and is currently 
reviewing it to decide whether it will take any action, 
CMS spokeswoman Ellen Griffith confirmed to CNA. 
Meanwhile, Dr. John Haas, president of the National 
Catholic Bioethics Center, told CNA that the ACLU 
letter misrepresents Catholic teaching and practice.

Tears, a Miraculous Warning

On July 21, 1972, the newspaper Folha de São Paulo published a photograph from New Orleans showing a statue of 
Our Lady of Fatima shedding tears. The report sparked keen interest in the Brazilian public and I think many readers 
will welcome more information on the topic. 

 
The best source of information on the matter is found in an article with a typical 
American title: "The Tears of Our Lady Wet my Fingerò by Fr. Elmo Romagosa. 
It was published on July 20 in the Clarion Herald, a New Orleans weekly, 
distributed in eleven Louisiana parishes or counties. 
 
The background to this event is universally known. In 1917, Lucy, Jacinta and 
Francisco had visions of Our Lady at Fatima. The authenticity of these visions 
was confirmed by the miracle of the sun, witnessed by a whole multitude even 
as the Virgin spoke to the three children. 
 
In general terms, Our Lady charged the little shepherds to tell the world that she 
was deeply upset by the wickedness and corruption of men. She warned that if 
men did not amend, a terrible chastisement would come that would annihilate 
many nations. Russia would spread its errors throughout the world. The Holy 
Father would have much to suffer. 
 
The punishment could only be avoided if men converted, Russia and the world 
were consecrated to the Immaculate Heart of Mary, and men did the 
communion of reparation on the first Saturday of each month.

In view of the above, a question naturally comes to mind: Were Our Ladyôs 
requests heeded? 
 
In 1942, Pius XI consecrated the world to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. Sister Lucy said the consecration lacked 
some characteristics Our Lady had requested. I do not intend to analyze this complex subject here. I simply mention, 
in passing, that whether Our Ladyôs request for the consecration of Russia was heeded is open to debate. 
 
As for Our Ladyôs second request for an amendment of life, it has so obviously been neglected that no further 
comment is necessary. 
 
Our Lady stated that obedience to her requests was a condition to avoid the apocalyptic punishments that she 
predicted. Therefore, it is logical that Godôs vengeful and purifying wrath should fall upon mankind before it converts 
and the Reign of Mary is established.

Of the three Fatima children, only Lucy survived beyond her childhood. She was a Carmelite nun in Coimbra. Under 
her supervision, a sculptor carved two statues that reproduced as closely as possible the facial expression of the 
Most Holy Virgin as she appeared at Fatima. Both of them were called "pilgrim statuesò and have been taken around 
the world by priests and laity. One was in New Orleans, where it shed tears.

Father Romagosa, author of the abovementioned report, was told of the statueôs tears by Fr. Joseph Breault, M. P., 
the statueôs custodian. However, he was reluctant to admit the miracle and thus asked Father Breault to call him if 
any further weeping occurred. 
 
Father Breault noticed moisture in the eyes of the Pilgrim Virgin statue on July 17 and immediately called Father 
Romagosa, who reached the statue at 9:30 p.m., bringing along photographers and reporters. In fact, they all noticed 
the moisture in the eyes of the statue, which was soon photographed. Father Romagosa then touched his finger on 
the moist surface and collected a drop, which was also photographed. According to Father Breault, this was the 
thirteenth weeping he had witnessed. 
 
At 6:l5 a.m. the next morning, Father Breault called Father Romagosa saying that the statue had been crying since 4 
a.m. Father Romagosa arrived shortly afterwards. In his words: "I saw much liquid in the statueôs eyes, and a large 
drop hanging from the tip of her nose.ò This drop, so graciously hanging, was captured in the famous photograph that 
came out in the press. 
 
Father Romagosa adds that he saw "a tear move as it slowly formed on the lower eyelid." 
 
However, he wanted to eliminate all doubt. He noticed that the statue had a crown fixed on its head by a small metal 
connecting rod and thought: 
 
Can it be that water was poured into the hole where the crown is fixed on the statue, and this water drains into the 
eyes? 
 
Once the weeping ceased, Father Romagosa removed the crown from the statue: the metallic connecting rod was 
entirely dry. He then inserted into the hole a wire wrapped in a special paper which would absorb any liquid that might 
be there. The paper remained absolutely dry. 
 
Still not satisfied with his efforts, he poured some water into the hole. Yet the eyes remained absolutely dry. Father 
Romagosa then turned the statue upside down. The water he had poured into the hole drained normally. He was 
finally convinced that no water could come through the hole in the statueôs head into her eyes, and there simply was 
no other hole. 
 
Father Romagosa knelt. At last, he believed. 

 

* * * * * * * * * * * * 

These mysterious tears show Our Lady of Fatima crying over the modern world, as Our Lord once cried over 
Jerusalem. Tears of most tender affection, tears of deep pain for the punishment that will come. 
 
It will come to the men of the twentieth century, if they do not reject immorality and corruption. It will come if they do 
not fight especially against the self-destruction of the Church, the cursed smoke of Satan that according to Paul VI 
has penetrated even into the sacred places. 
 
Reader, there is still time, therefore, to stop the punishment!

But, some will say, these thoughts are not those for a pleasant Sunday afternoon. I answer: Is it not better to read this 
article now under the tender manifestation of our Motherôs prophetic sadness than to live through the days of tragic 
bitterness that will come if we do not amend? 
 
If they come, I am convinced a special mercy will be shown to those who, in their personal lives, have taken the 
miraculous warning of Mary seriously. 
 
I offer my readers this article so they may benefit from that mercy.
