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Tips to Eliminate Heartburn and Acid Reflux

Are millions of us born with a genetic defect that makes us produce too much stomach acid? Do we
just have a major evolutionary design flaw that requires us to take powerful acid-blocking drugs to
prevent heartburn and reflux?

The Truth about Acid-Blocking Medications

At least 10 percent of Americans have episodes of heartburn every day, and 44 percent have symptoms
at least once a month. Overall, reflux or GERD (gastroesophageal reflux disease, also known as
heartburn) affects a whopping 25 to 35 percent of the US population! As a result, acid-blocking
medications are the third top-selling type of drug in America today. Two other drugs to treat reflux,
Nexium and Prevacid, are among the world's best-selling drugs and account for $5.1 and $3.4 billion in
sales annually (in 2006)!

When acid-blocking drugs first came on the market, even the pharmaceutical representatives warned
how powerful these drugs were. They told not to prescribe them any longer than six weeks and only for
patients with documented ulcers.

Now, these drugs are given like candy to anyone who ate too many hot dogs at a ball game -- and one
drug, Prilosec, is available without a prescription. Their manufacturers have created the illusion that we
can eat whatever we want with no consequences, just by popping a pill. They even have commercials
showing a family rushing to stop their father from eating a big sausage with fried onions and peppers --
and he tells them not to worry because he took his acid-blocking pill!

In reality, acid-blocking drugs are a double-edged sword. Let's look at some of the recent research on
the dangers of these drugs.

What the Research Tells Us About Acid-Blocking Medications

Acid blocking drugs obviously block acid that can cause symptoms of heartburn and reflux. But your
body actually needs stomach acid to stay healthy. Stomach acid is necessary to digest protein and food,
activate digestive enzymes in your small intestine, keep the bacteria from growing in your small
intestine, and help you absorb important nutrients like calcium, magnesium, and vitamin B12.

There's evidence that taking these medications can prevent you from properly digesting food, cause
vitamin and mineral deficiencies, and lead to problems like irritable bowel syndrome, depression, hip
fractures, and more.

For example, studies show that people who take acid-blocking medications for the long term can
become deficient in vitamin B12,which can lead to depression, anemia, fatigue, nerve damage, and even
dementia, especially in the elderly.

The research also tells us that taking these drugs can cause dangerous overgrowth of bacteria in the
intestine called Clostridia, leading to life-threatening infections. For many more people, low-grade
overgrowth of bacteria in the small intestine leads to bloating, gas, abdominal pain, and diarrhea (many
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of the common "side effects" noted in the warnings for these drugs). This can cause irritable bowel
syndrome.

In addition, a recent study in the Journal of the American Medical Association found that chronic use of
acid-blocking drugs leads to an increase in the development of osteoporosis and increase in hip fracture
because blocking acid prevents the absorption of calcium and other minerals necessary for bone health.

All this is only part of the problem. There have even been some reports that these drugs may increase
the risk of certain cancers.

These are serious health concerns, and it's pretty clear that in this case, the "cure" of acid-blocking drugs
is worse than the "disease" of GERD. But that's of little comfort when you're suffering from heartburn.

So if drugs are not the answer, what is? We need to find the real causes of reflux and heartburn, get rid
of them, and use the right foods, nutrients, and lifestyle therapies to heal the problem.

What Causes GERD?

Fried food, alcohol, caffeine, and soda can all trigger reflux. Spicy, tomato-based or citrus foods may also
cause problems for some people. Smoking also increases the risk of reflux. Being overweight and having
your belly fat push up on your stomach can prevent it from emptying, triggering reflux. Having a hiatal
hernia (where your stomach pushes up through your diaphragm) can also cause trouble and can be
diagnosed by x-ray. Eating large meals and eating before bed are two other main reasons for reflux.
These are the most obvious causes, and the ones you have probably heard about. However, there are a
few more that bear mentioning.

Stress contributes to reflux. Clearly, food is supposed to go down, not up, when you eat. That's why
there are two main valves, or sphincters, that control food going in and out of your stomach -- the one
at the top (or the lower esophageal sphincter) and one at the bottom (the pyloric valve). When you're
stressed, the valve on the top relaxes and the valve on the bottom tightens up. This may result in food
traveling back up your esophagus. Practice active relaxation and you mitigate this problem.

Magnesium deficiency is another cause of reflux because magnesium helps the sphincter at the bottom
of the stomach relax, allowing the food to go down.

While controversial, a common infection can cause not just ulcers but reflux as well. This bug is called
Helicobacter pylori and can be identified by a simple test blood or breath test. In my experience with
patients, this treating the bacteria can eliminate reflux even if you don't have an ulcer.

Food sensitivities or allergies can also cause reflux. Common culprits include dairy and gluten-containing
foods like wheat, barley, rye, and oats. Plus, overgrowth of bacteria in the small bowel or yeast
overgrowth in the gut can cause reflux.

These are all treatable conditions that you don't need powerful acid blocking drugs to fix.

To properly diagnose the causes of your reflux, you may need to do the following:



1. Ask your doctor for an H. pylori blood antibody test or breath test.

2. Consider a test for IgG food allergies and celiac disease.

3. Get a breath or urine organic acid test to check for small bowel bacterial overgrowth.

4. If you don't get better with the suggestions below, consider getting an upper endoscopy or upper Gl
series x-ray to see if there is anything else wrong.

A couple of years ago, a Pastor asked me to provide a catechetical training day for
teachers in his Catholic school and CCD program. One of my first questions to him
was what issues had developed requiring my assistance. The Pastor voiced to me
his concer n over poor doctrinal formation he suspected the children were receiving.

I asked him how he finally came to this point. He

The inevitable day arrives. As the catechists walked into the parish center, we

began with prayer and introductions. | typically begin with a short story reflecting

on the catechetical formation for the day. This process helps to gauge the audience
and determine when to run when they have had enough. Kidding aside, the first

segment involved preparing
them for the day, the aim of the
instruction, purpose, goals,
desires and application for the
classroom. A good strategy
when teaching teachers is not to
patronize them. They are
teachers and know everything. |
know | am one of them. In
reality, the heart of instruction
here lies with an authentic

Knowing that many teachers resort to arts and crafts because of a genuine fear and
ignorance in teaching the Catholic faith to students | began the training by asking
the catechists for the one thing they would like to know about the fait h they still
had questions on. After a subtle pause (pretty typical) hands were drawn. The
guestions asked centered on sin, true presence of Christ in the Eucharist,
confession, purgatory, mass participation, is the Church biblical, Mary, how to read
the b ible, other religions etc. My next question to them was why they wanted to
know about these particular doctrines. Their response was nothing short of
amazing. They did not know how these patrticular teachings came to be! Keep in
mind, these catechists are supposedly teaching children the Catholic faith. Right
there and then | realized we needed to start at the very beginning e.g. Do you
believe in God the Father the almighty?

If the teacher does not have a sound understanding of how their life reflects the

Gospel let alone living within the Story of salvation, then how are they going to

impart the story onto their students? Hence, the focal point of the problem we face
in the catechetical field. Our catechists lack basic doctrinal formation. | charted a



dif ferent course of action realizing that this group needed a systematic engaging
approach to learn and apply Catholic doctrine in the classroom.

The result was a mini -RCIA course where | went through Salvation History and
presented to them their role in ligh t of Jesus Christ the Divine Teacher (Heb 11:6).
In other words, they needed to see how the Church came to be, their role within

the Church and the graces given to us by Christ at Baptism to continue His work in

the Church He founded. A basic outline of th e curriculum for this training session
looked something like this:

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It was important the catechists saw the biblical basis for these doctrinal pillars. In
addition, how the Catechi  sm references the teachings of the Church through the
footnotes. A short primer on how to use the Catechism of the Catholic Church and
view the references, cross  -references, and articles numbers to find a particular
teaching gave the catechists a better gr asp of the information.

This experience is common. A generation of uncatechized faithful over the past

thirty -years has drifted throughout their Catholic life not knowing the graces they

received through their Baptism. The recitation of our Baptismal promi Ses appears
as an afterthought to many. When asked within the Rite of Baptism, Do you reject,

sin, and all his empty works, and all his empty promises . . . it begs to ask the

guestion to these teachers whether they truly understand what sin is in order to

reject it.

When | posed this very question to one of the teachers in the training session, the
response was a common one. Why do we need to concentrate on sin, it is more
important to focus on the works of Jesus? Do you see where this particular

catechist has quietly misaligned the purpose of Christ and His Church. Whether its
ignorance, issues with the doctrine of sin, or a personal experience initiating this
response, the opportunity to discuss the nature of sin was difficult. Now, we must

be careful whe n discussing the doctrine of sin from this pastoral perspective; we do

on in ou

ifiNew Eve



not know what the person has gone through personally where a certain sinful act
may have caused negative, spiritual harm or drawn out a bad experience. It is vital
that a catechist be ¢ arefully aware of the audience they are instructing. However,
we cannot shy away from addressing the dangers of sin itself.

Another teacher, noting her frustration in sitting through a dreadful class in her

opinion said these magic words . AiYou can keep you r catechism, how do you

expect me to apply it in the classroom? 0 Moreover, there you go, t
soul echoed the sentiments of others who had resisted on using the catechism in

the classroom. This fishot heard around t hreflecied thegenuine o m, 0
mentality of many teachers viewing the catechism as a useless tool because it

probably did not provide cutouts for the kids to Adr avaod Acudut Ths

comment troubled me because of an apparent ignorance towards the application or

appreciation of the C  atechism. There is fruit to the argument that it is not the

teachers fault. From one perspective, this may be true; nonetheless, it does not

negate the fact of what we are dealing with now. St. Augustine -the Father of

Catechetics describes catechizing the ignorant in this way:

"nThe best method for instructing ignorant men in
bear much fruit is to ask questions in a friendly fashion after the explanation; from

this questioning one can learn whether each one understood what h e heard or

whether the explanation needs repeating. In order that the learner grasp the

matter, we must ascertain by questioning whether the one being catechized has

understood, and in accordance with his response, we must either explain more

clearly and f ully or not dwell further on what is known to them etc. But if a man is

very slow, he must be mercifully helped and the most necessary doctrines

especially should be briefly imparted to him.o

As the Catechist trainer in this situation, you cannot scold nor demean these

individuals. In many ways, ignorance is rooted in their responses due to a lack of

formation. Thus, a gentle but firm disposition serves us well in this type of situation

because we do not want to lose them. Our hope rests in a genuine conve rsion for

these teachers (1 Pt 3:15). The Ayou can keep you
teacher mentioned earlier should not detract anyone from teaching the faith. My

call for this person was to help her find God. An opportunity arose to present the

Gospel, reveal the importance of Christ in our lives and provide her with an open

opportunity to seek Him.

It is very important that the catechist reveal the relevance of doctrine in the lives of

the faithful. Our faith is naturally explicit (1 Thess 2:13) bec ause God has made
Himself visible through His Church. Man naturally seeks what is visible and

revealed. For instance, when we are able to observe and recognize a moral act the

exercise of the doctrinal action takes effect on our senses. We are able to witn ess
doctrine exercised. The liturgy 1 a public work, provides a visible reality of the
existence of faith and the exercise of doctrine.

By the end of the day, the teachers who survived my training session realized in a
small way the necessity of teaching doctrine to children. The success of the day



came not by how much doctrine | could expose them to, it was helping them realize
how little they knew about the faith and what to do about. Not only for their souls
but also for the souls of the children they t each.

The religion instructor must be prepared to proclaim the truth of the Catholic

Church. His/her responsibility is to aid the development of the person they are
instructing by explaining Church teaching carefully and appropriately through a
careful tra nsmission rooted in Sacred Tradition, Sacred Scripture and the Catechism
of the Catholic Church. The door to the nourishing a soul in Catholic doctrine must

be convincing so the person applies these doctrines to everyday life. The need for

the Catechism of the Catholic Church is more relevant than ever if we genuinely
desire to impart the Catholic faith. Our duty and responsibility is to answer the
guestions our students have. Clarity of truth is primary in our instruction.

Director.

Gualberto Garcia-Jones has previously pointed out that Dr. Grossman would be unable to support himself on what he
makes killing children one day a week. This means that money from MRMC enables him to continue as an
abortionist in the Durango Planned Parenthood.

Dr. Grossman also publicly pushes contraception and a population control ideology in his "Population Matters" blog,
which is also published in the Durango Herald.

"Catholic parents who come to Mercy Regional have a right to expect that their child will be received by the hands of
a physician who holds all life sacred - not the hands that earlier that week held the instruments of abortion to destroy
the life of some other innocent baby," said Scheidler.

"The presence of an abortion provider on the staff of a Catholic hospital is contrary to Catholic social teaching and
Catholic moral values. We plead with Mercy to exhort abortionist Grossman to give up his abortion career or resign
from the hospital staff."

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Catholic Book Corner: THE GREATEST CONSPIRACY and the infiltration of the Catholic Church
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THE GREATEST CONSPIRACY, by Rod Pead

A few months back, during social chit-chat
which turned with predictable concern to the
modern plague of clerical apostasy, a venerable
member of the Society of Jesus recounted
various word of mouth histories of Communist
infiltration of the Jesuits. These included two
men sent to join the Society in Italy and Spain
by their respective national Communist Parties -
the former having left to return to the Party in
the early 1950s after more than a dozen years of
study and actual ordination; the latter leaving the
Society before ordination a decade ago. More
disturbing still was the case of a prominent
Jesuit seminary rector in Rome who, having
been run over and killed, was allegedly found to
be a member of the KGB. We pondered briefly
all the imponderables of such infiltration as well
as the domino effect it might have set in train,
like: how many students were deformed by the
seminary professor down the years; how many
others, clerical and lay, they in turn, as priests,
had corrupted; how many seminaries and Orders
were similarly infiltrated; and, above all, how
many of the infiltrators and their warped
progeny had risen to the episcopate.

In recent years this latter quandary in particular
has emerged from the realms of much derided
""conspiracy theory" to become a plausible
contributory explanation for the otherwise
inexplicable levels of corruption, negligence,
and indifference within Western episcopates.
The fact that we will never precisely quantify
the degree of infiltration and only rarely identify
"plants" beyond all doubt, is no reason to ignore
the reality. It's not as if we hadn't been warned.
Ex-Communist celebrated convert Douglas
Hyde revealed long ago that in the 1930s the
Communist leadership issued a worldwide
directive on infiltrating the Catholic Church. In
the early 1950s, Mrs. Bella Dodd also provided
detailed explanations of the Communist
subversion of the Church. As a former high
ranking official of the American Communist

Party, Mrs. Dodd said: "In the 1930s we put
eleven hundred men into the priesthood in order
to destroy the Church from within." The idea
was for these men to be ordained and progress to
positions of influence and authority as
Monsignors and Bishops. A dozen years before
Vatican Il she stated: "Right now they are in the
highest places in the Church™ - where they were
working to bring about change, in order to
weaken the Church'’s effectiveness against
Communism. She also said that these changes
would be so drastic that "you will not recognize
the Catholic Church."

Mrs. Dodd, who re-converted to the Faith at the
end of her life, was personally acquainted with
this diabolic project since, as a Communist
agent, part of her brief was to encourage young
radicals (not always card-carrying Communists)
to enter Catholic seminaries. She alone had
encouraged nearly a thousand such youngsters to
infiltrate the seminaries and religious orders!
One monk who attended a Bella Dodd lecture in
the early 1950s recalled:

"I listened to that woman for four hours and she
had my hair standing on end. Everything she
said has been fulfilled to the letter. You would
think she was the world's greatest prophet, but
she was no prophet. She was merely exposing
the step-by-step battle plan of Communist
subversion of the Catholic Church. She
explained that of all the world's religions, the
Catholic Church was the only one feared by the
Communists, for it was its only effective
opponent. The whole idea was to destroy, not
the institution of the Church, but rather the faith
of the people, and even use the institution of the
Church, if possible, to destroy the Faith through
promotion of a pseudo-religion: something that
resembled Catholicism but was not the real
thing. Once the Faith was destroyed, she
explained, a guilt complex would be introduced
into the Church, to label the 'Church of the past'
as ... oppressive, authoritarian, full of prejudices,



arrogant in claiming [a monopoly on truth,
responsible for the religious divisions of]
centuries. This would be necessary in order to
shame Church leaders into an ‘openness to the
world," and to a more flexible attitude toward all
religions and philosophies. The Communist
would then exploit this openness in order to
undermine the Church."”

This conspiracy has been confirmed time and
again by Soviet defectors. Ex-KGB officer
Anatoliy Golitsyn, who defected in 1961 and in
1984 forecast with 94% accuracy all the
astonishing developments in the Communist
Bloc since that time, confirmed several years
ago that this "penetration of the Catholic and
other churches" is part of the Party's "general
line [i.e., unchanged policy] in the struggle
against religion." Hundreds of files secreted to
the West by former KGB archivist Vassili
Mitrokhin and published in 1999 tell a similar
tale, about the KGB cultivating the closest
possible relationships with "progressive"
Catholics and financing their activities. One of
the leftist organs identified was the small Italian
Catholic press agency Adista, which for decades
has promoted every imaginable postconciliar
cause or "reform," and whose director was
named in The Mitrokhin Archive as a paid KGB
agent. Interestingly, just prior to the Mitrokhin
expose it was little Adista that ultra-Modernist
Cardinal Martini used to diffuse his dissident
rant at the 1999 European Synod, where, among
other things, he called for a "new Council."

What is often lost in all this, however, is that
Communism (along with the New Age
movement) is simply a chief tool of
Freemasonry; its policy of Church infiltration
just an extension of the Masonic plan clearly
laid out in the Alta Vendita and other bona fide
Masonic documents recognized by the Popes.
Even experts like Anatoliy Golitsyn have failed
to grasp this point. In The Perestroika Deception
(1995), his very accurate analyses and forecasts
submitted to the CIA during the period 1985-95,
he hints at a controlling force behind Soviet
Communism but lacks "the facilities to study
how it might be operating™ under cover of some
"front” organization. At the same time he

complains that despite public plaudits for the
accuracy of his forecasts, Western leaders have
regularly ignored his warnings. He fails to see
that having financed and nurtured Russian
Communism from its inception, the elite
Freemasons (in symbiotic alliance with
transnationalist billionaires who shape world
affairs for more prosaic reasons of power and
profit) will not always allow a free hand to the
likes of Bill Clinton, who himself attributes "a
lot of breaks™ in his life to his forty-year
membership of the Masonic Order of De Molay.

There are, of course, logistically implausible and
just plain silly conspiracy theories. Yet, as the
widespread homosexual infiltration of the
postconciliar Church attests, the idea that evil
men never seek each other out to work together
is sillier still. Moreover, the insistence of liberal
propagandists that there is no Masonic
conspiracy (aided and abetted by fellow-
travelers like themselves) is doubtless the
greatest conspiracy of all. As E. Michael Jones
explains in his dissection of one such
propaganda exercise, by distorting and
misrepresenting primary historical sources - like
ex-Mason Abbe de Barruel, who wrote in the
late eighteenth century that "the object of their
[Masonic] conspiracy is to overturn every altar
where Christ is adored" - the liberal
Establishment seeks to protect and maintain at
all costs the nihilistic spirit of the
Enlightenment, which Masonic legacy underpins
that dissolute and crumbling artifice we call
Modernity.

As so many of our Shepherds have themselves
bowed to the insidious forces of the
Enlightenment and embraced Modernity, it
might be said that all these ruminations are now
superfluous; that with the secular liberal mindset
so entrenched within the Church the whole
infiltration/subversion thesis has become purely
academic. Nonetheless, Catholics especially
should know more about all of this; about how
to distinguish Masons-and-Reds-under-the-bed
‘conspiracies' from the real thing. And since the
bishops are not about to alert them or explain the
difference, this edition, though unsettling for
some, will fill a gap.
